Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act Release

The Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of HIPAA was created “to protect individuals” personal health information and gives patients increased access to their medical records”. Certain medical information may not be released to the above noted persons on an incident specified basis. If there is any information related to your health that you do not want release, please submit a request in writing.

I understand the Coppin State University athletic training staff will no release information about my health to any other persons, except those designated, including members of the media unless permission is obtained from me on an incident specific basis.
