Pre-Participation Physical Examination Policy

The Athletic Training Staff at Coppin State University is continuously working to provide our student-athletes with the highest quality medical services. In order for us to accomplish this goal, our program requires pertinent information from student-athlete, his/her parents and family physician.

The Coppin State Athletic Department requires all student-athletes to receive medical approval from the Coppin State Sports Medicine Program before a student-athlete is issued equipment and/or permitted to attend any practice, strength and conditioning sessions, and/or compete in any intercollegiate athletic events. The Pre-participation Physical Examination must be administrated by a Coppin State University Team Physician and/or his/her designee.

This pre-physical must be completed on an annual basis.  No member of the Coppin State University Intercollegiate Athletics will permit a student-athlete to participate, nor will the Coppin State University provide insurance coverage to any student-athlete who has not completed the pre-participation physical examination procedure.

If the student-athlete had as any surgery, serious injury (fracture, impair organs, hospitalized and etc) or illness (heart related, experience chest pain, severe asthma and etc) last 5 years, please see his/her primary physician and obtain the doctor’s note and clearance forms. If this documentation is missing at pre-physical examination, she or he cannot be cleared by our team physician.

These documents should be completed and returned to the Sports Medicine Program before the pre-physical participation examination. Pre-Participation Physical Examination

Every returning student-athlete or incoming freshman and transfer student must undergo a physical examination done by a Coppin State University Team Physician and/or his/her designee. They physical examination will include, but is not limited to, the following;

· Medical history review

· Height and weight

· Pulse and blood pressure

· Vision screen

Selected individual may also be required to complete additional tests such as;

· Blood test

· Urinalysis

· EKG, Echocardiogram and/or other cardiology-related test

· X-ray, MRI, CT scan, and/or bone scan

· Other diagnostic test(s) as prescribed by the Coppin State University Team Physician.

If, for any reason, the student-athlete is not medically approved for intercollegiate athletics participation, he/she will be notified by the Coppin State University Team Physician and/or Coppin State University Sports medicine Staff at the end of the pre-participation physical examination. The Student-athlete is not cleared at pre-participation physical examination must follow the order from the team physician and/or sports medicine staff. The student-athlete is not allowed to participate any team workout until receive re-physical examination.

Cost associated with any test, consultation, and/or medical procedures needed to gain medical approval for participation will be sent to the student-athlete’s primary health insurance for payment first. Costs not paid by the student-athlete’s primary health insurance may be paid by the Coppin State Univerisy Sport Medicine Program.

The Coppin State University Sports Medicine Program reserves the right to refuse medical approval for participation of in Coppin State University Athletics based on the medical opinion of the Coppin State University Team Physician and/or his/her designee. Under no circumstances may a student-athlete seek medical clearance from other outside physician.
